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Fugaha of the Malikite school have a great amount of cases gathered in
the Figh of Nawdzil, Fatawi, Wathé'ig and Agqdiyat al-Hikdm ; this fact
shows their interest in scientific Figh and their care in passing judgments
concerning people’s matters and to resolve society’s issues, and led
researchers to take great care in the study of Malikite heritage in Nawdzil
Figh and to do a useful work in the knowledge of the approach of Malikite
school Fugaha in producing Fatwas and in bringing out the adopted
principles and rules in order to use them in the effort (ijjtihdd) of
contemporary Figh.

It is sure that the profit that can be made in this Figh domain lies in its
use of new Nawdzil which are necessary for the various situations of the
day to day reality which need a treatment in conformity with Figh, and this
can be done only by analogy method, comparing similar issues.

Among the various issues, which interested Fugaha of the Malikite
school and which constituted a big part of the debates, there are the issues
concerning family, and the resolution of the problems and disputes relating
to them. Dr. Al-Miloud Ka‘was took an interest to this aspect and began
researches going by the most famous Nawdzil books, by disputes and the
related judgments in the Malikite school and extracted the Nawdzil and
the disputes cases relating to family, and did a methodical study, making
out scientific documents, case law methods, and the used tools which were
the grounds of Fugaha to resolve the disputes and taking judgments,
beginning by the conception stage, then deduction stage, and then the
stage of the judgment and its application.

This useful book sets itself apart by the fact that it stresses the treats and
the civil particularities of the family in Morocco and Andalusia in the fifth
and the sixth hegira centuries, which allowed the author to draw a clear
picture of the social and architectural building in these times, to show the
relational webs which organized them, the relation between the different
stages of their building and the used customs and traditions.
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
